The following is a typical celebration:

The celebration usually consists of 3 components:

1. Presentation

a. Usually runs about an hour – say 10:00 to 11:00

b. Invite

i. School dignitaries

ii. Parents

iii. Other schools, especially from your zone

iv. The next group of GLIDES teachers

v. Students from the GLIDES classrooms

c. Program should include some or all of the following

i. Introductions

ii. The Process

iii. Student Projects – maybe the best one from each classroom

iv. Invite audience to view each groups project

2. View each groups project

a. Usually runs about an hour – say 11:00 to 12:00

b. Each and every group would display their project

c. Wireless carts can be used to set up stations

d. Display boards, flyers etc. can be used

3. Reflection

a. Usually runs about an hour – say 12:00 to 1:00

b. Invite

i. Current GLIDES Teachers

ii. Future GLIDES Teachers

iii. Teachers and Administrators from other schools

iv. Dignitaries

c. Discuss the positives and challenges of the project

d. Everybody learns from the reflection
