· To change the name of a page:

· Click on the page in the left frame and hit enter
· You can now rename your page

· Important:

· Don’t put any spaces in when naming your site pages.

· This can cause confusion when trying to type in web addresses

· You should not use any punctuation at all in the page names!!!
